*No sweatpants, yoga pants,
or leggings/jeggings.
(Leggings may be worn
with with dresses, skirts, or
dress length shirts.)

e Athletic pants okay

*Note Difference between
Athletic and Sweatpants:

- Athletic pants are straight
leg fit, mostly made of
lightweight and breathable
fabrics suck as polyseter or
nylon

¢- Sweatpants are baggier,
heavier, cinched ankle
design, usually made of
sweatshirt fabric

eUniform infraction issued
to student.

eConsequences:
¢1. Verbal warning and
parent email
*2. Written infraction
3. Detention (Served

to write a policy that
addresses every
possible scenario—and
still make it user-
friendly and easy to
understand.

*HFCS gray gym shirt--
Sub Terra or school
vendor

*Navy, white, black, gray
socks

eNavy, gray, or black
sweatpants and
sweatshirts may be
worn in cold weather

eALL STUDENTS: Non-
marking gym shoes.
*See Shoes column
